Planning and Maintenance 
Koyokuk has a 5 year transportation plan that has been completed by Tanana Chiefs 
Council.  There is 2.1 miles on the IRR inventory and about 5.1 miles of total roadway. 
 
There is a project underway for the airport and access road to the airport.  The runway is 
maintained by the state.
